This is a birdwatch like no 
other as we stand in silence, listening for the unmistakable ‘churring’ sound indicating 
a nightjar nearby. Then some fleeting glimpses of these elusive birds as they flew 
around us, some alighting on pine branches, their colouring and the failing light 
challenging the best of optics. Normally on a bird walk we notch up 50 or so species 
but on this night just 2. Nightjars and a lone woodcock. 

On 7th June we held our annual summer bird count  The team recording the most 
species seen had a total of 80. In conditions that were often wet and cold this was a 
very creditable total and a special mention is due for the solo effort of Ian Britain who 
logged 69 species. The day was rounded off with a meal at the Fox and Hounds in 
Lyng – once again doing our bit to support the traditional village inn. 

August Diary dates: Its back to Normal in August with an indoor meeting and a field 
trip. On Thursday  20th, founder member David Pelling will present  ‘Brazil – the 
Atlantic Rainforest’, starting at 7.30 pm at Weston Longville Village Hall.  

On Sunday 9th  we have our annual visit to Minsmere. This is usually arranged as two 
walks round different parts of the reserve with a break for lunch. Minsmere offers 
families and keen birdwatchers a great day out. Nature trails take you through a variety 
of habitats to excellent birdwatching hides. There is a visitor centre where you can find 
out more about the wildlife, browse in the shop or enjoy a meal in the licensed 
tearoom. All are welcome to any of our events but please note there is a charge at 
Minsmere if you are not a member of the RSPB.

From the Rector 
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LETTER FROM THE RECTOR 
 
 
Dear Everybody, hello again, 
 
I heard an interesting article on the radio recently.  Research from many countries 
shows, almost beyond any doubt, that nations with greater inequalities have more 
social problems.  This relates especially to inequality of income.   
 
Some effects you would expect.  There is more crime, more violence, and a larger 
prison population in countries that are more unequal.  Other effects don’t seem to be 
related to the issue of fairness, but research shows that they are.  In countries with 
more equality of income, rates of teenage pregnancy, obesity, and drug-taking are all 
significantly lower.   
 
The researchers said: if you want to tackle violent crime, teenage pregnancy, or 
obesity, individual rewards and punishments make no difference.  What works is 
making a society fairer. 
 
This is going to be a problem for our politicians.  In recent decades, and with the 
advent of the lottery, they have been selling us the “American Dream”, the idea that 
we can all be richer than our neighbour.  To deal with the problems we know we face, 
they’re going to have to change the way they’ve been trying to get us to think. 
 
Christianity, and some other religions even more so, have not helped when they have 
encouraged people to accept things as given by God.  It has allowed those who are 
life’s “takers” to get away with too much.  I’m glad that there’s also been a strong 
element in the church looking for social justice. 
 
We live in a beautiful and peaceful part of the country, and there’s much that we can 
all enjoy, often at little or no cost.  At the same time, the countryside has inequalities 
and social problems that we need to recognise.  The summer-time is a good time for 
holidays, and relaxing, and I hope you find refreshment.  But once the holidays are 
over, and parliament has re-convened, there will be some thinking and some work to 
do.  Do we want a happy country, or just a happy life for ourselves?
